If you've been to the library recently, you will have already marveled at the
great work being done every Friday by the tireless volunteers (known as the
Friday Tidies) in the gardens and grounds surrounding the library. The
approach of Spring is a busy time in all our gardens, and so supplementing
the Friday Tidies (and majorly responsible for the recent spreading of
nourishing mulch throughout the gardens) is Fernando Ramirez and his crew
of landscape professionals. We can’t thank them (volunteers and
professionals alike) for providing the lovely grounds we all so enjoy! If you're
itching to help out, show up at about 9:30 or 10:00 every Friday; wear your
garden grubbies, your work gloves, knee pads, and bring your favorite hand
tools!

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A Lasting Legacy: Pledge to the Future

It's 2013: Picture a small group of islanders around a crystal ball, imagining a
library’s future.

Most of us take libraries for granted. Since our childhood, they've offered us
inspiration, refuge, connection. We are proud to say that hundreds of visitors
of all ages flock daily to our welcoming Bainbridge Public Library and
grounds.

But what about tomorrow?

How do we inspire library lovers to help create a vibrant future for our
extraordinary BPL?

Our answer: A Lasting Legacy!

We launched a legacy program modeled on the proven, effective approach

called planned giving, a way for people to designate gifts from their estates
for the library. These future donations represent an enduring expression of
commitment to the community and the belief that libraries matter.

Now, ten years on, a lovely Legacy Tree stands on the library’s south side,
adorned with leaves inscribed with names of Legacy Circle members. Local
metal artist Dick Strom created the tree, which features ceramic leaves
(contributed by BARN artists) that continue to “sprout” on the limbs as more
library patrons help assure our library’s future well-being.

Recently the Legacy Tree was joined by a metalwork mural, also designed,
and fabricated by Dick Strom. A beautiful banner of fern fronds waves above
nameplate tributes made by donors to the new BPL Garden Fund. These
important contributions are targeted to provide funds for ongoing care for the
library building’s exterior and lovely grounds.

On your next library visit, stop by the Legacy Tree and the Garden Fund art
wall and look through the names. Chances are you’ll find some you
recognize! All have made the promise, "We're dedicated to BPL's handsome
building and surrounding gardens now and into the future.”

After living on Bainbridge Island for 21 years and frequenting Eagle Harbor
Book Co. as a customer, I am now enjoying being on the other side of the
counter as a bookseller. Writing reviews for the Staff Pick wall, making
recommendations for customers, and helping with author events is a great
way to spend time! I am also enjoying selling my postcards featuring local
points of interest at both the bookstore and Bay Hay and Feed.

The natural beauty and creative spirit are what drew me to Bainbridge, when
my husband and I were relocating to the region from Northern California. My
professional background is in broadcast news and communications for
nonprofits. Locally, organizations have included Field’s End Writers’ Group,
Bainbridge Island Land Trust, EduCulture, and the Bainbridge Island
Downtown Association.

Through the years I have enjoyed being represented in Poetry Corners
through Arts & Humanities Bainbridge, as well as being featured in Ars
Poetica during National Poetry Month in April. It is particularly fulfilling to see
an artist’s interpretation of your poem in their chosen medium, whether it is a
painting, photo, or in one case, an elaborate, wooden “treasure box.”
Another unique project was having my poem “Weightless” represented in the
“Last Poem on Earth; A Jazz Requiem,” with original compositions created for
the poems and performed at Bainbridge Performing Arts.

I was also honored to have my videopoem “At Day’s End” featured in BPA's
“Covid Monologues” in the spring of 2020. This streaming anthology of
poems, songs, and short stories from local writers and performers
represented the life and times of the Covid-19 quarantine on Bainbridge
Island.

In the past five years, I have self-published two poetry/art anthologies: First
Date at the Seaside Arcade, and Restoration Point. Both are available at
Bainbridge Island Museum of Art. These collections represent poetry and
photos from the past 25 years. I am currently working on compiling a
collection of first-hand accounts of experiences aboard the ferries. As anyone
who lives in the area knows, what takes place daily on the ferries is a
fascinating microcosm of life experiences. Having already collected some

Have You Seen This Library?

Among the many wonderful public libraries in our state, this is the
Vancouver, WA Community Library. Hailed as a regional destination and
downtown Vancouver's sparkling gem, this 83,000 square foot library opened
in 2011 and has been named a New Landmark Library by Library Journal and
one of the Top 10 Children's Libraries in the U.S. by Livability.com. The
library has a dedicated children's floor, a fifth-floor outdoor terrace, 69
computers with Internet, and a used bookstore called the Booknook.

All Knowledge in the World: The Extraordinary History of the
Encyclopedia
By Simon Garfield

Once the possessors of pride of place in home libraries throughout the
Western World, encyclopedias were the top of a flourishing industry of books
of knowledge. At the beginning of the nineteenth century, possession of the
Encyclopedia Britannica was a source of pride; an emblem of status akin to a
Patek Philippe. Now, once proud owners can scarcely give them away! In this
fascinating tale of the life of this publishing phenomenon and the road to
Wikipedia, author Garfield leads us through the labyrinth of defining what
knowledge is and how it should be presented in a book. Readers who loved
The Professor and the Madman and Dictionary of Lost Words will love the
stories of politics, deceits, errors, and competitive intellectualism tucked
among the historical events that shaped the noble encyclopedia.
