The paintings on display are scenes she has photographed, places she has
visited, and flowers from her garden and neighborhood.

Anne-Marie teaches classes for the Bainbridge Parks Department. Her
students appreciate her encouragement and emphasis on the process and
pleasure of painting, and not worrying about making “mistakes.” She has
been impressed with the remarkable talents of so many of her students who
have taken on the challenge of enjoying what she has found to be a
wonderful way to relax and to relate to the world around us."

My family and I have lived on Bainbridge for nine years, though my wife grew
up on the island, so I visited regularly for many years before that. (I'm not
trying to masquerade as some kind of old-timer; I'm just telling you, my
story.) The first time I came to Bainbridge, an hour or two after arriving, I
was eating noodles at my in-laws’ house and saw a bald eagle streak right
past the window.

One evening in August 2005, my brother-in-law and I were walking past
Winslow Green, when a person walking a dog approached us from the
opposite direction.

Have You Seen This Library?
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It is the Research Library of the Rijksmuseum, the largest and oldest public
art history research library in the Netherlands. The library, also known as the
Cuypers Library, opened in 1885 jointly with the rest of the Rijksmuseum. It
was designed by Pierre Cuypers, a Dutch architect famous for his neo-gothic
style. When designing the library, Cuypers strived to create “a space with a
sense of grandeur, which appears larger than it is.” The reduced size of the
support points at the top and the bottom create the illusion of greater height
and grant the entire space a loftier appearance, thus achieving Cuypers'
objective. The profile of the library collection parallels that of the museum.
The online catalogue contains over 400,000 monographs, 3,400 periodicals
and 90,000 art sales catalogues.

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The Paris Novel
By Ruth Reichl

Stella’s inheritance from her estranged mother is a bit of money, a one-way
plane ticket, and a note telling her to go to Paris. Far out of her comfort zone,
she slowly explores this wonderful city, living frugally and cautiously until she
meets an octogenarian art collector who takes her under his wing and guides
her through the culinary, literary, and artistic delights of Paris. As the weeks
unfold, Stella thrives on decadent meals, becomes a regular at the famed
Shakespeare & Company bookstore, buys the dress of her dreams, and helps
to solve the hundred-year-old mystery of a famous painting. Deeply
reminiscent of Reichl’'s memoir Save Me the Plums, Stella’s Paris life includes
several of Reichl’s real-life escapades. This second novel by former NYTimes
and Gourmet Magazine editor Ruth Reichl is a charming homage to food,
family, and all things French! It is a joyous read.
